MINUTES OF THE BOARD OF DIRECTORS MEETING OF WHITTIER OAKS HOMEOWNERS ASSOCIATION HELD ON MONDAY, JULY 19, 2010 AT THE PARKLAND PUBLIC LIBRARY

The minutes of the Board of Directors Meeting of Whittier Oaks HOA held on Monday, July 19, 2010

Those present were Dominick Peri, President, Kevin Burger, Secretary/Treasurer, Lisa DePace, Vice President, Larry Jaffe, Mario Bick and Joe Rusinowski, Directors were present.  Also present from Residential Management were Mark McKnight, Gary Palombi and Anne Reyes.

Prior to the meeting beginning the monthly report from BSO was given by Sgt. Tedesco.

BROWARD SHERIFF’S OFFICE INFORMATION BRIEF:

Sgt. Tedesco reported on the community:

1. Sgt. Tedesco discussed an incident that happened today at Terramar Park. A double suicide attempt by two young adults took place on Monday morning; one of the victims was revived and was in the hospital and the other could not be revived.  

2. Sgt. Tedesco stated that burglaries were quiet for a while but once again there have been quite a few car burglaries and all of them were vehicles that were UNLOCKED.  She stated that everyone should always remember to lock their vehicles and remove ALL personal items, such as phones, GPS’s computers, watches, purses and any loose change or money. She also reminded residents to not leave garage doors open and unattended.

3. Once again it was discussed that there is an increase in teenagers that are taking their parents or relatives prescription drugs.  If you have any that are not being used, you may bring them to the Sheriff’s office for proper disposal.

4. Sgt. Tedesco stressed that when going anywhere outdoors like malls, shopping plaza’s etc., everyone should always be aware of their surroundings and attentive to anything or anyone that appears suspicious and to please call the Sheriff’s office immediately if such a suspicious circumstance arises.

5. Sgt. Tedesco also warned residents to be careful of any of their small animals, as there have been attacks by Coyotes.  It seems that some lambs and other small 
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animals have been killed, therefore she stated to beware and keep a watchful eye on your pets when outdoors.

The Board thanked Sgt. Tedesco for her time and the update.

The meeting was called to order by Dominick Peri at 7:23 P. M.

MINUTES

Kevin Burger moved to waive the reading of the Board of Directors Meeting of June 14, 2010 and to approve as presented; seconded by Mario Bick.  All in favor.  Motion carried.

FINANCIALS:

 Gary Palombi stated that the Association is running nearly on budget. Budget and actual Association expenses presently exceed by $ 413.00 year-to-date.

 He also discussed the issue of stipulation agreements for dues payments that could be negotiated with residents that are willing to sign them.  Before the management company continues with pursuing such payment agreements, he requested the Board’s approval to allow him to continue to pursue delinquent HOA dues from homeowners using this methodology.

Lisa DePace asked if they are still being charged interest.  She feels that a lien should be on them even if it cost $160.00 to place the lien.

The Board discussed the issue and asked if there are liens on the properties that are under stipulation agreements. Gary Palombi replied that if a person enters into an agreement and they don’t pay, then a lien would be placed on the home. If the stipulation agreement were under negotiation for a home already in foreclosure, then a lien would already be in place.

After a lengthy discussion, Gary Palombi asked for a motion to be able to put the stipulation agreement into effect with a lien being placed on the property.

After a long discussion about liens, foreclosures and payments and the stipulation agreements the Board made a motion.

Lisa Depace moved to move forward with the stipulation agreements providing a lien is placed on the property and proof of financial hardship is given.  No second, motion died

Kevin Burger moved to pursue the stipulation agreement without the position of a lien unless it is in foreclosure.  No second, motion failed.

Kevin Burger revised the motion to give the property management authority to negotiate a stipulation agreement and gives the agreement to the Board to give final approval of the agreement; seconded by Mario Bick.

The Board discussed the stipulation agreement and how a lien works with the agreement.  If no lien is placed already then the Board must wait forty-five days to place a lien.
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A vote was called on the motion.  Four in favor. Two opposed (Lisa DePace and Larry Jaffe).  Motion carried.

OLD BUSINESS:

Gary Palombi explained that some residents want parking on the streets to be enforced.  Whittier Oaks documents do not have anything about parking but the master Terramr docs do.

Gary Palombi asked the Board for Guidance as to what should be done.

Dominic Peri asked if a legal opinion is needed to tow and what right do they have to tow and which vehicles.

Gary Palombi stated a car on the sidewalk is not allowed according to City Law but as for street parking there is a question.

Lisa Depace stated on street parking is a problem.  Vehicles cannot get through and it brings down the value of the community.

The times of no parking on the streets needs to be decided also.

A discussion about parking on the streets ensued and why the vehicles may be parking there was also discussed.

Dominick Peri stated that the Board should decide what should be done as he feels maybe an attorney’s advice should be gotten from TerraMar. 

Larry Jaffe stated that they should check with other TerraMar communities to see how they enforce the rulings.

Dominick Peri asked management to do some research and see the policies of other communities.

REIMBURSEMENT OF PIPE REPAIRS

Mr. Kent explained that he had a back up and that they found it to be damaged by a tree and its roots that had been planted by the developer.

Joe Rusinowski stated that he doesn’t feel the Association should be responsible for damages by the trees.

Gary Palombi was asked for his opinion.  He advised the resident to present the paperwork for review by the Board, which was done.  Kevin Burger stated that the by laws talk about trimming of the trees not the roots.

Joe Rusinowski moved to deny payment to the resident for the repairs of the pipes; seconded by Larry Jaffe.  All in favor.  Motion carried.
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CABLE

Gary Palombi discussed the letter from the Attorney who originally drafted a letter to Comcast about them being in violation of the contract and that the Association wanted to break the contract as they raised the cost above the limit and took away channels.

The Attorney stated that the Association is not obligated to provide cable to the residents.  The contract ends in December and the contract costs $35,000.00 per year, which the Association could save.  This would be taken out of the budget if the Board decides to not renew.

A discussion about the contracts and the basic cable that was provided continued.

Dominick Peri stated that the Board needs to decide what to do.

Mario Bick moved to not renew the Comcast Contract in December to avoid any problems.  Seconded by Lisa DePace.  No vote

A discussion ensued about their services. It was discussed that a meeting should be scheduled with Comcast.  

It was also stated that a survey should be taken to see who uses Comcast or any other vendor.

The Board stated possibly that they should look into other companies and see what there is to offer.

BOARD VACANCY

The Attorney recommended that the Board should go out to the community to see who may like to fill the vacancy.  

Lisa DePace stated that there are only four meetings or so left and possibly the vacancy could be left until the Annual meeting.

Joe Rusinowski stated that a communication should be sent out to ask if they are interested in being on the Board.  He also stated in the next mailing it should say we are going “Green” and you need to provide an email address.

If a survey goes out for the cable it will give all information about why this is being asked such as the contract ending and why.

Joe Rusinowski moved to approve appointing Kevin Burger as Treasurer to fill the vacancy left by Melissa Heller;  Kevin Burger was asked if he would accept a dual position of Secretary/Treasurer, he accepted; seconded by Larry Jaffe.  All in favor.  Motion carried.

Larry Jaffe stated some residents have asked him about hurricane clean up.

Gary Palombi is the first response and he has the landscapers set up to come in and cut trees from streets, homes or any that may have fallen on vehicles.  Then Fema would come in and remove the debris.   This is the same plan that was in place since Wilma.
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Dominick Peri stated at the time of a hurricane you cannot solicit new companies to do the work.

Gary Palombi would put a response package together.

Joe Rusinowski asked if the Board was going to talk about the security cameras and company.

He asked to table the issue until the next meeting.

Lisa DePace discussed the Prestige proposal and that the buy out on the cameras was longer.

Gary Palombi stated that all three bids are almost the same.

LANDSCAPE

Lisa DePace asked about the Italian Cypress and if there were any bids.  Gary Palombi has one bid.

A discussion about the soil and trees continued.

There being no further business before the Board, Kevin Burger moved to adjourn the meeting; seconded by Lisa DePace.  All in favor.  Motion carried.

The meeting was adjourned at 8:35 P. M.
